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The editors invite the submission of original manuscripts in English for publication consideration. The intended audience of this book includes faculty members, government policy planners, language policy makers, language teachers, school administrators, university students, as well as researchers and practitioners associated with social policies, equal opportunities advocates, language and cultural development, and socio-political issues in education in the Asia-Pacific region.

Languages are used in communication, trade and education; languages are also signs of identity and uniqueness for diversified cultures. This book will focus on recent language development, innovations and language-related cultures, statuses, and power networks; the acquisition of second language, third language and foreign language also form important components of the language learning, teaching and research.

Manuscripts preferred for inclusion are those from practitioners and researchers, reports of empirical study, research projects, expository writings related to language policies, language and culture, curriculum and pedagogy, teacher education, student development, parental and community participation in school education, information technology in enhancing language learning, and other related themes.

Guidelines for the submission of manuscripts:

STYLE: All manuscripts should follow the current guidelines set in the Publication Manual of American Psychological Association (APA).  Use endnotes and no footnotes.
LENGTH: The manuscript should not exceed 8,000 words, including the abstract, references, figures, illustrations, charts, and graphs.

ABSTRACT: Provide an abstract with no more than 300 words at the beginning of the manuscripts.

WORDPROCESSING: Use Microsoft Word software, Times New Roman with 12-point type, single spaced, and APA format.  Tables, charts, graphs, photos etc. should be ready for printing.  Suggested formats are Portable Document Format (PDF) with a resolution of 600 dpi, or Tagged Image Format (TIFF).
