In Memory of  Dr. Yung Man Sing, Andrew

Dr. YUNG Man Sing Andrew is an eminent, compassionate, and dedicated teacher, mentor, scholar, educationalist and practitioner, who had long been recognized for his endeavor and accomplishment in promoting educational change and innovations in schools for Hong Kong and Macao, including the construction and renewal of more than 40 HOPE rural school projects and enrichment of professional development programs for rural teachers in mainland China. In recent years, much of his attention and efforts have been drawn toward educational exchange in the Pearl River Delta region, 3+3+4 education reform in Hong Kong, introduction of the International Baccalaureate (IB) curriculum, community charity, resource allocation in under-performing schools, enhancing equal opportunity and outcomes of students from disadvantaged backgrounds, and helping troubled teens develop life skills and positive attitude to deal with their problems and future.

Andrew obtained his PhD in education from the University of London. He completed his baccalaureate and graduate education from the University of Alberta, Canada (B. A.) and University of Hong Kong (Dip Ed, High Dip, & Med). For over twenty years, he held teaching and responsible administrative positions in local schools and non-profit social and education organizations, including teaching in secondary and evening schools as well as serving as  educational administrator for two major school sponsoring bodies in Hong Kong - Sik Sik Yuen and Tung Wah Group of Hospitals.

A devoted lecturer at the Hong Kong Institute of Education (HKIEd) with a genuine interest in teacher education and development of higher education, he had also served as teaching consultant and project coordinator in the Department of Educational Studies at the Hong Kong Baptist University. He was knowledgeable, enthusiastic and caring; a master teacher who loved teaching and helping students to solve their learning difficulties and personal problems within and beyond the classroom context, including providing academic assistance, personal advising, and career guidance and support to secondary students and university graduates and organizing school visits, career workshops, job referrals, and liaison with schools for interviews. 

Andrew had a long list of community services for ACEI-HKM. He had been an Executive Board Member of ACEI-Hong Kong & Macao since 2001, and for the past three years he had actively served on the board as elected Vice-President, and in all aspects proven to be a dedicated, creative, and decisive leader and manager. Among other business, he was remarkable in fund-raising and liaison with charitable organizations and promoting educational exchange and project collaboration in Hong Kong and Macao and mainland China. For more than five years, he had been a representative of ACEI-HKM on the Hong Kong Teachers’ Centre Advisory Management Committee.

Apart from teaching, educational administration and community services, Andrew played an active role in research and publication through reviewing and presenting academic papers at local, regional and international conferences, and conducting research projects for his own interest as well as for the benefits of the academic community. Being members of several editorial boards for education journals and reviews, his extensive research interests included global development of higher education, teacher professionalization, economics of education, and educational planning and school administration. Andrew will always be remembered by his family, friends, colleagues, teachers, students, and
everyone of us at ACEI-HKM. He lives among us with his passion, hope, love 
and message he delivered throughout his lifetime ...
He is truly an example and model for many of us to follow,

and he will never be forgotten !
